Course content:

Introduction to Art is meant to reinforce the elements and principles of design while also placing emphasis on the study of art styles, art history and how art and culture reflect on each other.  Art as a means of communication of the artists’ ideas is important, not only through production, but also through discussion, group activities, and written critiques.  This class is meant to be for all people not just those interested in pursuing the visual arts professionally. Students will learn about different time periods and cultures, vocabulary and steps to critiquing art; past, contemporary, and work in progress. 

1. Critiquing is meant for self-growth and reflection not just a final grade on a project.  

2. Through production, discussion, critiques and other activities, I hope you develop an aesthetic awareness or appreciation of the visual arts and its place in our culture and your own life.  

3. As a teacher I will choose a variety of themes and mediums to explore.  

I’m really excited about leading you on a journey through art.  All I ask is your willingness to learn, work hard, and do your best.

types of projects:

1.
Daily work worth 10 – 25 points will often be graded on effort and use of time as well as meeting the objectives of the assignment.  Daily work will only receive ½ credit if turned in 1 day late.  No credit if turned in later than one day late. 

2.
Major projects worth 50 – 100 points will be evaluated on the criteria provided prior to the beginning of the project.  Deadlines will be written on the board. Late work will drop one letter grade. 

3.
Semester test or projects worth 20% of your final grade.  Students will be given the option of creating a semester project based on the elements of design instead of taking the semester test.  Art projects, notes and sketches may become a part of this project.  Projects are due one week before the semester test.  

Grading:

Projects will be graded with point system and transformed into a % grade. Letter grades are assigned according to the Mitchell School District grading scale found in the student handbook.
